Had some
temp in morning. Pete left at 12:30. Took Marie and see ours to Val Kampmeier funeral. They
stayed for lunch. Our electricity off, 1:32 4:00. Got chilly. Ron made fire in fireplace. Electricity
just came on.

Monday, January 9, 1978. Fair, cold, windy, 2° below in morning. Was zero all day. Pete worked
in basement while. | worked on quilt. Have little temp sometimes. Getting tired of doing nothing.
Coughed quite a lot. No temp. Pearl some better.

Has
chest pain [on] right side.

Tuesday, November 23, 1982. Cloudy, windy, misted. Turned to snow in p.m. No accumulation.
Much colder. I went to prayer group at Wendy [Jones]’s. Put up some anniversary hangings.
Cooked squash & cranberries. Were going to see Ed in p.m. but started to snow. We went to
Thanksgiving Union services with Rons. Was at our church. Nice service.

Wednesday, November 24, 1982. Fair, 12° above. We had breakfast at truck stop on [Route] 51.
Volunteered at hospital in morning. Took Mary to Osco [Drugstore] to get more yarn. Got
groceries. | baked cake & made chili. Allens & Pam got here at 10:10. Glad to see them.

Thursday, November 25, 1982. Thanksgiving. Fair in morning, cloudy, rained some late evening.
Allens & | went to hospital. Took short tour of new facilities. Got Mary. We all went to Rons for
the day. | took oysters, sweet potatoes & cranberries. Potato chips & dip & cake for supper.
Marie there for supper, also Denzer boys & another friend. Bill Dunns, girls & boyfriends there
in evening. We looked at ours & Allens’ slides. Steve called in morning. Rachel C[lemens] &
Pam to show.
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Friday, November 26, 1982. Rather icy in morning, but soon melted. Allens & we met Marie at
International House at 9:30. She paid for our meals. We stopped to see [Shirley’s sister] Fern
Wick at McLean County Nursing Home. Allens left here about 1:00. They planned to stop to see
Jeff at lowa City. | washed bedding & towels.

Saturday, November 27, 1982. Mostly cloudy, rained some in evening, 30s. | ironed sheets, etc.
Finished cleaning. Shampooed my hair. Went to town at 11:00. Got Christmas cards at Lang
Fuller. We met EA [Gurtner] & Art [Sieg]s & others at Bob Johnson’s. We went to Eastland. Got
bedroom slippers for Ed. We volunteered at hospital, 4 — 8:30.

Sunday, November 28, 1982. Cloudy, drizzle, mist. We went to church. Rons & we to Golden
West for dinner. Marty & Cindy & friend left at 1:00 for Newton [Kansas]. We addressed
Christmas cards. We went with Cy [Colter]s to Home Builders at John Bertsche’s. Lotus Troyer
had program on the Great Depression.

Monday, November 29, 1982. Cloudy, 40s, light mist at times. | done laundry. We went to
Merle’s at 11:30. Took her to Gailey’s & to ISU. Got tickets for Vienna Boys Choir. Took her to
Eastland. Had lunch at Denny’s. Went to Mary’s at 3:00. Took her to Eastland. She got electric
heater.

Tuesday, November 30, 1982. Very foggy in morning, fair in p.m., mild, 62°. | went to prayer
group at June [Jantze]’s. Went to Mary’s. We made fruitcakes. Got home at 2:40. Made ginger
cookies. We went to Heritage meeting at John Bertsche’s.

Wednesday, December 1, 1982. Cloudy, mild, 60s. We volunteered at hospital in morning. Went
to Gailey’s at 12:10. Had eyes tested. Got new lenses & frames. [I] have start of cataracts. Mary
& we to College Hills [Mall]. We got electric wok for Jo. We ate at Pancake House. | baked
chocolate chip cookies and almond bark cookies.

Thursday, December 2, 1982. Cloudy, started to rain about 4:00 p.m. & rained hard most of
evening. Had over 4 inches. Everything full of water, flooding. 2 people drowned. Car went into
Sugarcreek at Virginia & University. | baked sugar & Crescent cookies. Made salad & 2 pie
crusts. We & CRs with Lloyd Singley’s to Prime Timers potluck at 5:00. We got home at 7:20.
Water in fruit room & rec room. Swept water until 11:30. Worse than we ever had it. Rons came
over at 11:00. Rained in night. Alma Galloway’s west wall caved in.

Friday, December 3, 1982. Cloudy, had some showers & drizzle. Have had over 5 inches rain.
Did cleaning. Fixed casserole & other dishes for potluck dinner at annual auxiliary meeting. We
came home after dinner. Got things ready for supper. Paul Millers, Cindy Ramseyer, Judy
Stutzman & Esther Wohlgemuth (trainee) here. Had ham loaf, pumpkin pie. Jo helping at Alma
Galloway’s all day. Ron there in p.m.
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Saturday, December 4, 1982. Cloudy, 40s. Pete to men’s breakfast. | finished cleaning. We &
Mary left at 10:00 for Wilbur & Ruth Albrecht’s 50™ wedding anniversary at East Bend Church.
Had soup & salad dinner (everyone brought salad). Had punch, coffee & cake in p.m. All very
nice. Stopped in Fisher to see Ada Foley [a] short time. | baked (Philly gift?) cakes. Took Alma
Galloway coffeecake. Men putting in new wall.

Sunday, December 5, 1982. Sun shone little while. Had rain again in late p.m. and evening. We
went to church. Mary & we ate at Perkins. Larry and June Jantze there. We went to June’s,
helped quilt awhile. Went to Congregational meeting at 4:00. YPU had chili supper at 5:00,
dessert auction afterwards. | took Philly cake. Also gave Evelyn [Bertsche] & June [Jantze] one.

Monday, December 6, 1982. Clear, nice day. Good to have sunshine. | washed & ironed. Baked
carrot & peanut kisses cookies & loaf of apple raisin bread. Pete put straw on strawberries. Irene
Lowery took us, Marie & Mary to Morys for dinner. We drove. Was nice evening.

Tuesday, December 7, 1982. Fair, nice day, 40s. Our prayer group went to Alma Galloway’s.
Helped clean basement. I stopped at Gailey’s. Got new glasses. Took Mary to Osco’s to get yarn.
I made press cookies & caramels. Went to Women’s Fellowship. I took loaf of apple raisin bread.
Got coffeecake from Lucy C[atherine]. Jeanette [Colter], Mary [Colter Jantze] & Hazel Y[oder]
along.

Wednesday, December 8, 1982. Cloudy, misted & froze away in evening. Few snow flurries.
Streets rather slick for awhile. We volunteered at hospital. | made cranberry salad & baked cake
for HEA. Made cashew cookies & iced them. We went to ISU in evening, guests of Merle. We
took Merle, Esther Cash & Mary. Vienna Boys Choir. They were wonderful. Merle felt dizzy
after concert. Ron & Jo helped to get her to car. Took wheelchair. Talked to Allens in morning.
Making plans for holidays.

Thursday, December 9, 1982. Fair, 14°, nice day. Went to HEA with Mabel. We were hostess.
Had creamed chicken, cranberry salad, white cake with Jell-O poured over. Pete had lunch with
Jo. We went to church in evening. Dan & Elaine Zehr, MCC workers in Bolivia & Central
America, spoke. | made date nut balls.

Friday, December 10, 1982. Some freezing rain early. Snowed most of day. Melted some. Slush,
around 2 inches snow. We took Marie to train at 10:45 for Chicago. We had breakfast at Denny’s
first. We got our Christmas tree at Casey’s. Got groceries. Baked Philly cakes. Wrote rest of
Christmas notes.

Saturday, December 11, 1982. Clear, cold, in teens. Finished cleaning. Made salad dressing. We
met Edgar & Art [Sieg]s at Denny’s for lunch. Went to College Hills Mall. Got Pete slipover
sweater (wine). Volunteered at hospital, 4 — 8:30. Ron to Chicago to meeting.

Tuesday, December 14, 1982. Cloudy, windy, near 40°. | went to prayer group at Shirley
K[rahn]’s. Pete to Paul Millers. Pete helped cut up deer. We had lunch with Pauls. Went to
Eastland, exchanged Ed’s slippers. Got some things for Merle, took them to her, also extension
cord. Hooked up her tree. We put up our Christmas tree. Ron home from Wisconsin at 8:30.
Allen called.

Wednesday, December 15, 1982. Cloudy, very foggy in morning, colder in evening. We
volunteered at hospital in morning. | went with Marie to club at Marie Hastings. | got candle. We
fixed some boxes in evening. | put up more decorations. Made cranberry salad.

Thursday, December 16, 1982. Cloudy in morning, fair in p.m. Dusted up house, baked ham, got
things ready for evening. Art & Elmer Siegs, Edgar [Gurtner], Marie & CRs here. Had eggnog &
cheese & crackers. Served ham, sweet potatoes, green beans, scalloped corn. Mary busy,
birthday dinner for Freda B[lair].

Friday, December 17, 1982. Cloudy, very windy. | washed table cloths, tea towels, also washed
feathers. We went to town at 4:00. Did some errands. Stopped at Mary’s. Went to Paul Millers at
6:00 for venison dinner. Bill D[unn]s, Earl K[aufman]s, [Gerlof] Homans & Anton [Romyn]’s
there. Rons to Chicago in p.m. to meeting & Christmas party. Marty home from Bethel [College].

Saturday, December 18, 1982. Fair, nice day, in 40s. Mary, Pete & | left at 6:50 for Amana. Met
Allen, Shirley & Jeff there. Had dinner at Bill Zuber. Jeff graduated from University of lowa.
Took Ida’s sewing [machine?] out for Deb & Randy. We had nice day. Left there at 2:00. Got
home at 5:50. Marty & Adam [Denzer] in car accident South of our house. Car from west didn’t
stop. Demolished both cars but very fortunate, didn’t get hurt and we are thankful.

Sunday, December 19, 1982. Cloudy, colder in p.m., windy, 32°. We went to church. Had
surprise luncheon. We went to Tom Yoders. [Leo] Deshes, Lorene Reeser & Freda Blair there.
Had nice time. We took Merle & Mary to church at 4:00 for dessert & Christmas program. Very
nice program. Cindy did a nice job. [Cindy’s parents, Bob] Ramseyers came for program. They
were at Rons. Marty is very sore all over. Deb called in evening.

Monday, December 20, 1982. Cloudy, 30s. Washed &ironed. We went to hospital at 9:00.
Helped with the Christmas Courtesy Card. Took Mary to Eastland & to shop. She got green suit.
Rons here for supper. Had waffles & sausage. Marty feeling better.
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Tuesday, December 21, 1982. Clear, fine day, 30s. Pete fixed dining room table. | went to prayer
group at Alta L[itwillers].

Took her
some fruit. Got dried fruit from Steve.

Friday, December 24, 1982. Cloudy, rained in evening. Heavy rain in evening. Over 1 inch. I had
hair done at hospital beauty shop. Made date pudding. We went to services at church at 6:30.
Took Mary & Marie. CRs, Rays & Rons there too. We all went to Marie’s for lunch. Paul called
in evening. They are coming the 30"

Saturday, December 25, 1982. Clear, warm, 62°. We and Mary at Rons for breakfast. Had gift
exchange. Pete got camera. | got sweater & skirt for bed, red creamer & auger & picture frame
from Allens. We went to CRs for dinner & supper. | took dessert. Rons there for dinner. Mary,
Marie & Rays there. Rest there for supper. Ron had some of his staff in evening. We went awhile
in evening. Talked to Allens. Randy there. Colder in evening.

Sunday, December 26, 1982. Cloudy, chilly. We went to church. Got Arby’s sandwiches, ate at
home. | got things ready for supper. Bill Dunns, Sherry & Steve here. [Had] oyster stew & chili.
| wrote to Steve [Ropp].

Monday, December 27, 1982. Cloudy, 50°, rained late p.m. & evening. | washed & ironed. Went
to Eastland in p.m. Exchanged my sweater for smaller size. Got pair of pajamas for Ed with
Arthurs’ money. Home in evening.

Tuesday, December 28, 1982. Cloudy, very strong wind, temp dropped during day. Did usual
work. Made up beds upstairs. Got things ready for supper. Harold Pattons & Lucy C[atherine]
here. Had chicken & broccoli casserole with rice.

Wednesday, December 29, 1982. Cloudy, 15°, few snow flurries. We volunteered at hospital.
Got groceries. Stopped at Marie’s. Got our chairs. Cooked dried fruit & cranberries. Were home
in evening.

Thursday, December 30, 1982. Fair, 12 — 15° in morning, 31° high. Did cleaning. Got things
ready for evening. Pauls got here at 5:50. Good to see them. Rons, Mary & Marie here too. Had
goose & all the trimmings. Jo baked one too. Had nice evening. Pete got paper cuts. | got
Cologne.
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Friday, December 31, 1982. Fair, nice day, warmer. | washed tablecloths, napkins, etc. Ironed.
We visited with Pauls. Marie & Mary took Pauls to Grand Café. Rons & we were there too.
Went to Marie’s after the dinner. Had the desert, which we didn’t need.
